This year the Year 5 Easter egg packaging
project has encouraged pupils to take a closer look at the problems that excess packaging
causes in the UK. Did you know we throw away 30 million tonnes of household waste each

year, a large proportion of which is packaging from supermarkets and convenience stores!!

Pupils looked at plastic manufacturing methods and vacuum-formed their designs with a clear
message to reuse their design over and over again as plastic is one of the most widely used
materials in food packaging. Their designs were sensitively decorated with a ‘less is more’
